PHILIPSBURG--The maximum 
consumer prices of Unleaded 
Gasoline (ULG) and Diesel have 
been adjusted and will both be-
come less expensive as of 6:00am, 
Tuesday, September 22, accord-
ing to the Ministry of Tourism, 
Economic Affairs, Transport and 
Telecommunication (TEATT).
  The new UGL maximum price 
is 1.826 NAf./litre compared to
